Check
will be returned if your submission is not accepted.
__ January 6, 2009: Artist's Statement/Biography Deadline (due after acceptance)
__ February 6, 2009: Set up at HITS Desert Horse Park, Thermal, CA between the hours of
2PM and 4pm. Artists must display their art with their own easels or pedestals. No wall space is
available. Please contact Tony Hitchcock in advance via email or cell to schedule your art set
up the day of the event. Setup time for February 27 and March 6 are the same. If you are
showing February 12-14, we will advise you of the setup times at a later date.

Event Receptions: Saturdays, February 6, 12-13-14, 27 and March 6 from 6-10 pm, at the
Indoor Arena — HITS Desert Horse Park (Thermal, CA).

Removal of artwork upon conclusion of the receptions is the responsibility of the artist. For
the show the week of February 12-14, all artwork should be removed late Sunday afternoon.
