•	 The Festival of the Horse (FOH) is a celebration of equestrian enthusiasts through a multidiscipline, unrated competition 
format offering friendly pricing, complimentary hospitality events, and unique learning opportunities.

•	 The safety, enjoyment, and education of our human and horse athletes is of primary importance. As orga-
nizer, HITS asks exhibitors, their trainers, and guests to follow the FOH rules.

•	 By signing the entry blank, owner, rider, trainer, coach, handler, agent, and/or parent or guardian agree to 
be bound by the FOH rules, agree that HITS may use photographs or videos of you and your horse, and agree to be bound 
by the Waiver of Liability and Assumption of Risk you have signed as part of the entry process. HITS, the Festival of the Horse and 
its related parties shall not be responsible for any injury or damage to you, those you are responsible for, your animals and/or 
property that occurs at the FOH whether the injury or damage is caused by a third party, HITS, or any other person, animal or thing. 

•	 Please take all personal items before leaving the showgrounds. Items left on the show grounds will be kept for a 
limited time before given away or thrown out. 

•	 Authorization to Share Email and Contact Information with HITS Partners and HITS related entities. By 
signing  the entry blank, I expressly authorize HITS, LLC to collect and share my email address and other contact information 
provided on the entry blank with HITS Partners and HITS related entities for purposes of sending me periodic updates, product 
information, and promotional offers via email. I understand that my email address will be kept confidential and will not be shared 
or sold to any other third parties without my explicit consent. I acknowledge that I may unsubscribe from these communications 
at any time by clicking the 'unsubscribe' link in the footer of any email I receive.

FACILITY
•	 No Alcoholic beverages are permitted on the HITS Post Time Farm grounds except if purchased from HITS and 
consumed in the designated areas.

•	 Dogs must be restrained on the Showgrounds. Loose dogs will be picked up and detained, and the owner will be 
fined $100. The owner may be barred from showing and expelled from the Showgrounds for a second offense, or for refusal to 
pay the fine, and will not be entitled to any refund of entry or stabling fees paid or due. Management reserves the right to call 
Animal Control to have an animal removed from the premises. Management may require owners to remove any unruly or unsafe 
dog from the premises.

•	 Motorized Vehicles: Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in 
the state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but not limited to, golf 
carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the HITS showgrounds. Minors who have a valid temporary license may 
operate the above-described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. The 
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parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating a motorized vehicle in 
violation of this rule are solely responsible for any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting from that operation. Wheelchairs 
and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule. The unsafe use of personal elec-
tronic transport devices, as determined by the competition officials and management in their sole discretion, that do not require 
a driver’s license to operate, including but not limited to segways, hover boards, and single wheeled scooters is prohibited on 
competition grounds. Operating such devices in areas where people gather may be deemed “unsafe use” if there is a risk of 
harm to others. If the operator of the device is a minor, the parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the entry blank as a 
parent or guardian of a minor operating the device in violation of this rule is accountable and may be subject to penalties. Wheel-
chairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule. Electric Golf Carts WILL 
NOT be permitted to plug into any electrical outlet on the grounds. Violation will result in the plug or charger being confiscated 
by show management, and/or a Fine if deemed necessary.

•	 Electrical/Fire Regulations: Electrical installation and connections in the stabling area must meet all state and county 
codes. No Class I Flammable Liquids such as gasoline are allowed inside the buildings. Cooking is not permitted within any sta-
ble area. Anyone found in violation shall be subject to dismissal from further participation in the Horse Show without recourse. 

•	 Damage: Owners and exhibitors shall be held responsible for damage caused by them, their agents or employees and/or 
horses, dogs or other animals to stalls, buildings and other properties on the Showgrounds, including third party property and 
property of other exhibitors, and shall be billed accordingly.

HORSE WELFARE
•	 All horses at equine events in Florida must have a negative Coggins test (Equine Infectious Anemia) dated 
within 12 months of the date that the blood sample was drawn. FL Administrative Code Rule 5c-3-003 Equine)

•	 Management reserves the right to remove persons from the showgrounds who Management determines are 
abusive to their horse or are not otherwise acting in the best interest and welfare of their horse.  

RIDER SAFETY
•	 All riders must wear properly fastened protective headgear when mounted anywhere on the competition grounds. 
Management recommends headgear which meets or exceeds ASTM (American Society for Testing and Materials)/SEI (Safety 
Equipment Institute) standards for equestrian use and carries the SEI tag. It is the responsibility of the rider, or the parent or 
guardian or trainer of the junior exhibitor to see to it that the headgear worn complies with appropriate safety standards for pro-
tective headgear intended for equestrian use, and is properly fitted and in good condition. 

SHOW MANAGEMENT 
•	 Management reserves the right to cancel, change, split or otherwise change the classes and daily schedule.

•	 Management has the right to remove exhibitors and/or horses from the premises for unruly or unacceptable 
conduct. Management reserves the right to bar any exhibitor found to be in violation of this or any other Festival of the Horse 
rules from any further participation in the Horse Show without recourse to any refund of entry or stabling fees paid or due.

•	 All decisions of Show Management are final.

•	 Judges’ decisions are final.

OFFICE RULES
•	 All entries, adds and scratches must be submitted online through Ring Radar.
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•	 All credit card charges will be assessed a 3.7% convenience fee.
•	 All entries must be paid by credit card at the time of online entry.
•	 Refunds will be paid at the end of the show.
•	 All horses pay a facility fee charge of $50.00.
•	 An exhibitor who does not ride in a class entered and does not scratch prior to the start of the class will not receive a refund.
•	 Stalls should be ordered at the time of entries being submitted online. 

BILLING POLICY
•	 All entry, stall, feed, and other charges must be paid weekly and without exception must be paid fully.

UNPAID CHARGES
•	 Any exhibitor leaving the show with an unpaid balance will be billed for these charges and a $50 billing fee 
will be added to the total due. Until these charges are settled, all further entries of rider and owner will be returned.

•	 Refund of pre-paid fees (Exception: Horse Application Fee) will be given for show scratches received prior to or on the 
Closing Date. Scratch must be made in writing through the Show Office Refund for Horse Deposits, Stalls, and RV Sites will not 
be given for entries scratched after the Closing Date. Exhibitors are responsible for any such outstanding fees.

•	 If eligible for refund, a check for refund due less an office fee of $25 will be mailed within 30 days after the completion of 
the final Show of the Circuit.

•	 Billing questions or requests for refunds will not be considered after the Show in question.

RETURNED CHECKS/CHARGEBACKS
•	 Checks returned by the bank or Credit card chargebacks for any reason are regarded as a most serious offense 
and will be handled according to the following procedure: A $50 penalty or will be assessed for each returned check or charge-
back OR 10% of the face value of the check or chargeback, whichever is greater. Accounts will be given ten (10) days to be paid 
in full with cash or cash equivalent or they will be reported to appropriate association(s) for further disciplinary action. Checks 
will not be deposited a second time. A monthly service fee equal to 18% per annum will begin accruing after 30 days. Note: First 
time returned checks will automatically be redeposited.

ARRIVAL & DEPARTURE
•	 Stalls will be available by 10 am, Wed., March 26. All stalls must be vacated by 8 am, Mon., March 31, 2025.

FEED & BEDDING
•	 Pre-orders and onsite orders must be submitted through HITSShows.com/Horse-Show-Office (online or-
der) Orders must be made by NOON each day for same day delivery through the website.

MEDICAL WASTE
•	 All needles and syringes MUST be deposited in designated disposal containers and not left in stalls or thrown 
in trash receptacles. Violators will be fined $75 per needle/syringe. For the first offense the trainer/owner will be notified as well 
as the appropriate association. The second offense will disqualify the individual and horse and they will be banished from the 
show with NO REFUND.
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STALL ALTERATIONS
•	 The removal of stall tent side poles, side ropes and/or stakes/anchors is strictly prohibited. Any exhibitor 
found in violation will be issued a single warning. If violation continues, Management reserves the right to remove from the 
Showgrounds all property belonging to or under the control of said violator. Further, Management reserves the right to bar any 
exhibitor found to be in violation from any further participation in the Horse Show without recourse to any refund of entry or sta-
bling fees paid or due.

DISCIPLINE RULES
HUNTERS
•	 All hunter classes will be judged on performance and soundness and when indicated, conformation, suitability 
or manners. An even pace, manners, jumping style together with faults and way of moving over the course. Manners to be em-
phasized in Amateur and pony classes.
•	 Hunter obstacles will simulate those found in the hunting field such as natural post and rail, brush, stone wall, 
white board fence or gate, and plain colored rail vertical and oxers with ground lines.
•	 Conventional hunter tack is required: snaffles, pelhams, cavesson nose bands, and standing martingales. Judges may 
penalize a horse or pony that competes in unconventional tack. 
•	 When a horse makes two faults at one obstacle only the major fault will be counted. (Exception: refusals 
count in addition.)  When an obstacle is composed of several elements in the same vertical plane, a fault at the top element is the 
only one penalized.
•	 All horses must be serviceably sound.

SHOW JUMPERS
•	 Jumpers are scored on penalties incurred between the start line and finish line. In the event of a fall of a Horse 
and/or Rider at any time from the time the Horse/Rider combination enters the Competition ring, whether or not the signal to start 
has been given, the combination will not be permitted to start in the round or Class in question. Penalties apply for late falling 
rails: 1. after crossing the finish line but before leaving the ring, or 2. before the tone sounds for the start of the next round. 
•	 Penalty faults include disobediences, falls, knockdowns (while in the process of jumping an obstacle) 
and time penalties. No more than one penalty may be scored at each attempt. If an obstacle is knocked down or displaced 
for any reason other than it was caused by jumping or an attempt to jump, no penalty is incurred.
•	 Disobediences include Refusals, Run-outs, Loss of Forward Movement, and Circling.
•	 The first fall of horse or rider results in elimination.
•	 Table II, Sec. 2 (b). First round and first jump-off are scored by adding together the faults incurred over the course and any 
penalties for exceeding the Time Allowed. Competitors who go clear in the first round, remain in the ring and upon an audible 
signal commence the designated jump-off course. A competitor with a clear round may dismount, and with assistance if neces-
sary, adjust tack and/or equipment; however, upon the audible signal to begin their round, the competitor must start within 45 
seconds. In case of a fall of a Rider and/or Horse after crossing the finish line of the first round, the Rider/Horse combination may 
not continue to the jump-off, and will be placed according to their Score in the first round. A competitor who leaves the arena 
after a clear round (before or after the tone) will be considered to have withdrawn from the jump-off. If there are no clear rounds 
and a tie exists for first place, the results will be determined by the scores and time from that round. 
•	 Table II, Sec. 2 (d).  Two Phase Competitions - Each phase will consist of 5 to 7 obstacles. Scores are decided by adding 
together the faults incurred over both phases and any penalties for exceeding the Time Allowed if any. Upon crossing the finish 
line in the first phase the competitor continues to the second phase course. Time starts as the horse crosses the finish line for 
the first phase.  
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DRESSAGE
•	 Dressage tests will be judged on the freedom and regularity of the gaits; the harmony, lightness, and ease of 
the movements; the lightness of the forehand and the engagement of the hindquarters, originating from a lively impulsion; the 
acceptance of the bit, with submissiveness/thoroughness, and the correctness of each required movement. 
•	 Tests will be the United States Dressage Federation (USDF) approved tests. 
•	 All movements and certain transitions to be marked by the judge(s) are numbered on the judge’s sheets. 
The judge will mark each movement with a mark of 0 to 10, 0 being the lowest mark and 10 being the highest. The scale of marks 
is as follows: 10 Excellent, 9 Very Good, 8 Good, 7 Fairly Good, 6 Satisfactory, 5 Marginal, 4 Insufficient, 3 Fairly Bad, 2 Bad, 1 Very 
Bad, 0 Not executed. 
•	 The total score for the test/ride is obtained by adding all points and determining the percentage score.
•	 Consecutive levels: Horses may enter no more than two consecutive levels at one dressage competition with the same rider. 
•	 Braiding: Braiding of the horse is optional.
•	 Horse numbers: Exhibitors must display their numbers while competing.
•	 Dress Code: Shirts may be any color, must have sleeves and a collar.
•	 Spurs: For English riders, spurs must be metal and with the shank pointing directly back from the center. The arms of the spur 
must be smooth. If rowels are present, they must freely rotate. For Western riders, spurs with or without blunt tines permitted, 
bumper spurs are permitted, and rowels may not have sharp tines. 
•	 Whips: One whip no longer than 120 cm/47.2 in with lash may be carried in all classes.
•	 Saddle: An English style saddle with stirrups is required at all levels. A Western saddle is required in all Western 
Dressage classes.
•	 Other equipment: For English tests, no gadgets, ornaments, or leg protection of any kind is allowed in the show ring. Polo 
wraps are currently permitted for WDAA tests.
•	 Ring Stewards: Ring stewards are there to help keep the show on schedule and to check equipment. You are responsible 
for knowing your ride time and ring. Please check in with the ring steward for your ring as you enter the warm-up area.
•	 Having a test reader: All tests through 4th Level may be read. Western dressage tests may be read. Exhibitors should 
instruct the reader to read each movement only once.
•	 Use of voice: For English tests, use of voice in any way whatsoever, including clucking and trilling, is a fault and will result in 
deduction of 2 points at that movement each time it occurs. WDAA tests currently permit use of voice. Additionally, do not speak 
to your reader until you are out of the ring.

MOUNTED PONY GAMES
•	 All Mounted Pony Game classes will be judged according to the International Mounted Games Assoc rules. 

ARENA E-CROSS 
•	 Arena E-Cross offers both show jumping practice and training over some of the technical elements of cross coun-
try in an arena atmosphere.
•	 E-Cross courses are comprised of a minimum of 50% Cross Country fences. Courses typically start and finish 
with two or three Show Jumping obstacles. Additional Show Jumping obstacles may be added in the middle section of the 
course. 
•	 Courses will consist of one round of 10-12 obstacles. 
•	 Scoring of refusals, knock downs, and time follows the Show Jumping rules.
